The programme of the conference 

For a joint start, we will work on specific topics, hearing back from working groups of the 

Learn2change network during Monday and Tuesday morning. What is the current practice of 

communicating in the Learn2Change- network? What online communication tools and platforms 

might support us? What common ground do we sense? Where do we have diverse viewpoints? What 

experiences do we have, what good practice do we see emerging?  

Tuesday afternoon and Wednesday morning, we will provide an open space to share good 

educational practice and develop new ideas on methods and tools for global learning. 

Wednesday afternoon there will be organized an open dialogue format to address key issues for a 

global educational network.  

Thursday, next steps for working together in a global educational network will be developed: What 

new ideas are taking shape? What is it that we see when we put the different pieces together? 

 

Every day, a guided reflection at the end of the afternoon session in order to reflect on personal 

learnings, experience and insights every day and sharing some of these will take place. Free offers by 

participants every morning, like time for yoga, meditation offers, and nature walks etc. are welcome 

in the morning and during the whole day.
